There is no magic one-size-fits-all trick, but there are things you can do to help:

Read the Non European Exchange Application Guide;
Pass your exams! Minimum required is 55% pass (60% in Law);
Answer the questions asked in the application;
Show you have done your research;
Run a narrative thread through your personal statement. We already know
that you want to go, but what we want to know is:
 why you want to go; what the experience will give to you; what you can
give to the experience; what have you done to prepare.
Do activities that set you apart (e.g. keen to go to Japan? Join the Anglo-
Japanese Society).

Keep to the word limit and be concise.
