ACADEMIC & 
LANGUAGE 
REQUIREMENTS

The Juris Doctor (JD) professional degree in law is taught at a level 
comparable to graduate studies. Canadian students are admitted to 
this program after completion of an undergraduate university degree. 
Therefore, incoming exchange students should be academically strong, in 
the upper-years of their legal studies, with a cumulative average of no less 
than B, (3.0 on a 4.0 grading scale), especially if they will be facing a change 
from civil law to common law studies and language barriers.

At  Queen’s, English is the language of instruction and communication, 
except for the language departments. Proficiency in English is a 
prerequisite for admission. Applicants whose native languages do not 
include English may be required to obtain satisfactory standing in an 
English Language Proficiency Test as part of the application process, and 
before final acceptance is granted.

Queen’s NetID and Email

Upon receipt of their student ID, students must activate 
their Queen’s NetID and password. The Queen’s NetID 
is the student’s user id to  sign into Queen’s online 
applications and services including SOLUS and OnQ.

Student e-mail addresses are automatically activated in the following format, NetID@queensu.ca. 
To access your Queen’s e-mail go to: http://office365.queensu.ca and use your NetID and password 
to sign in. We also highly recommend students create a first.lastname@queensu.ca alias for their 
e-mail by logging into  http://netid.queensu.ca and going to ‘Manage your e-mail options’.

Visas and Permits

Students planning to study in Canada for one term 
(less than six months), may study under temporary 
resident status as a visitor. For any period longer than 
six months (two terms), a study permit is required. 
Students from some countries require a temporary 
resident visa (entry visa) to be eligible to enter Canada. 
Most people that do not require a visa, require 
electronic Travel Authorization (eTA) to fly into Canada.

About Kingston
With a population of 124,000, Kingston is big 
enough to provide all the conveniences of mod-
ern life, and small enough for students to feel 
instantly comfortable and at home.
The city is scenically located in the beautiful 
Thousand Islands region of Eastern Ontario, 
where Lake Ontario empties into the majestic St 
Lawrence River. It is conveniently located within 
three hours of Toronto, Montreal and Ottawa 
by road or rail, and is only half an hour from 
the US border. Kingston is also accessible via 
air, with flights arriving and departing from the 
Norman Rogers airport.

The city also boasts many restaurants, with over 100 
in a 9-block radius downtown. There are lots of dif-
ferent cuisines on offer, and the eateries are close to 
live entertainment venues. These include the Leon’s 
Centre (home of the Kingston Frontenacs hockey 
team), Confederation Park, and Market Square, which 
regularly see live music, sports, and cultural events 
throughout the year. Annual events include Chili Fest, 
Movies in the Square, Limestone City Blues Festival, 
Feb Fest, Music in the Park, and much, much more.

University Health Insurance Plan (UHIP)
Enrolment in the University Health Insurance Plan (UHIP) is compulsory for all international students 
registered at Queen’s University. International students will be automatically enrolled in the University 
Health Insurance Plan (UHIP) for each term of their enrollment at Queen’s University. The fee for single 
UHIP coverage will appear on the student fee account prior to the start of each term under the title 
“International Health Care”. 

For use in Canada, UHIP coverage will begin in mid-
August 10 (for September starts) and mid-December 
10 (for January starts). Students planning to arrive in 
Canada before this time are recommended to have 
adequate emergency medical coverage and travel 
insurance.
