 Most students choose the Claypath and University Medical Group. Pre-registration is by an online pro-

cess, which can be done before you arrive in Durham.

 As part of the registration, you will be asked whether you have an NHS number or not. You will only have 

a number if you have previously registered with a doctor in the UK, but you can still complete this online 

registration if you are an overseas student and don’t already have an NHS number.   

All students are advised to check that their required vaccinations are up to date. Check with your current 

doctor that your vaccinations for measles, mumps and rubella (MMR), meningitis MenACWY, and Covid-19 are up 

to date. If they are not, please arrange to receive them before you arrive in Durham. If you are unable to do this, 

please seek advice about accessing vaccinations from your new medical practice as soon as possible after arrival.

Enrolment for Postgraduate Students becomes available 6 weeks prior to the commencement of your 

programme. Further details about this process can be found as follows: 

• Postgraduate Taught Students; 

• Postgraduate Research Students. 

ON-LINE ENROLMENT  

You will receive via email your Durham username and password for your University IT account so you can 

start to Enrol with the University. This information will be sent in two separate emails that will be one day 

apart. They will be from noreply@durham.ac.uk and will be different from our usual emails. 

Please check your Junk/Spam folders so you don't miss them.  

If you have received the emails, but are having difficulties logging in, please contact the IT Service Desk. 

Once you receive both emails:  

• Visit our Change Password page and update your password; 

• Set up Multi Factor Authentication; 

• Log in to Banner Self Service to enrol with the University; 

• Complete online Enrolment and upload a photo for your campus card. 

• You will need the following information to hand to complete Enrolment: 

• Term-time address (e.g. if you are residing in Grey College, it is Grey College, South Road, 

Durham, DH1 3LG); 

• Emergency Contact Details; 

• Let us know if you would like to be registered to vote; 

• Confirm that your student fees are correct; 

• A  photograph to upload so that your campus card can be prepared ready for collection when

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VERIFICATION OF IDENTITY

TUITION FEES

RESIDENCE INVOICES AND OTHER COLLEGE CHARGES 

All sums due to the College, are assembled on a single invoice which will be e-mailed to your Durham e-

mail account.   

The advanced rent payment  for accommodation will be taken off the total costs.  

Payment is then requested in three equal instalments over the course of the year. Most students opt to 

set-up a Direct Debit to pay this invoice, which is the University's preferred method of payment. In this 

case, payments are taken on 1st December, 1st February and 1st June. If you don’t set-up a Direct Debit 

you are responsible for paying the fees on time, on the dates given on your invoice (before the Direct 

Debit dates). 

The residence charge itself will depend on the type of room allocated.  In addition, the international early 

arrival charge will also be added where applicable . It is anticipated that the invoice will be raised and 

emailed to your Durham email address early in the academic year.

These will be payable via 

the University e-commerce system, which is also used for payment at attendance at other events through 

the year, and should be signed-up to using your Durham email address. 

 STUDENT COMMON ROOM CHARGE (£60 for one year inc. VAT) 

The University and College assume that  the majority of our students wish to fully participate in the life of 

the Middle Common Room (MCR) to benefit from what it has to offer; further information on the bene-

fits can be found below. Students are strongly encouraged to pay for their MCR membership in advance 

of  arrival at Durham via the online platform, details of which will be circulated to students in the second 

week of September.  

MCR Member Benefits: The MCR membership fee is £60 per year, and upon joining you’ll become a 

member of a community of over 150 students. The MCR is run by students for students, and whilst MCR 

membership is optional we strongly encourage all students to join to make the most of their time at 

Durham. Membership fees go towards subsidising the running of the MCR and its activities. Additionally, 

members of the MCR also benefit from automatic membership of the undergraduate Junior Common 

Room, the JCR, who run many other sports and societies. Membership of both Common rooms allows 

members to:  

• Participation in over 50 different JCR-run sports, societies and committees (apart from our Rowing 

Club) 

• Join practices, performances (or equivalent) and meetings of college societies and clubs, including 

the right to stand for office of the society/club. Non-members can only participate if they pay a 

yearly joining fee for each club/society they wish to be part of. 

• Vote at MCR  (and JCR) meetings and stand for elected office. 

• Represent the MCR on college committees, through taking on unelected roles supporting and or-

ganising MCR activity; 

• Priority booking period along with the payment of preferential members’ rates to events organised 

by the Common Rooms (including Balls, Formal Dinners etc.). 

• Access the use of  MCR and JCR equipment (musical instruments, sports, tech). 

• Discounted price for access to our on-site Gym

RIGHT TO STUDY CHECK AND BIOMETRIC RESIDENCE PERMIT COLLECTION 

All students from outside the UK and Ireland who need any kind of immigration permission must com-

plete one of these checks every-year. The check can be completed before or after the College Registra-

tion process. Checks take place daily during the arrivals period and  you will be directed to these by the 

College.  

Biometric Residence Permits (BRP) giving students permission to remain and study in the UK at Durham 

can also be collected if  required. Students who have opted to collect this from the University, can com-

plete the Right to Study check at the same time. 

The Student Immigration Service will email all students who require such permissions in September with 

additional information. 

• How to collect their Biometric Residence Permit (BRP) on arrival in the UK (where applicable); 

• How to complete a Right to Study check; 

• Tuberculosis (TB) status certificates and completing a New Entrant Referral form (students from 

affected countries only); 

Please note that the general requirement under the Immigration Rules for certain foreign nationals to 

register with the police (the “Police Registration Scheme”) has ceased .

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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR RESIDENT STUDENTS  

BICYCLES 

Students who bring bicycles to Durham should ensure that they are stored in the College bicycle shed. You 

will need to pay a £30 deposit for a bike shed key to the JCR upon your arrival at Grey College. Your de-

posit will be returned at the end of the year when you return the key. 

Bicycles should not be taken inside University buildings, including student bedrooms. Students who are 

found to have brought a cycle into their bedroom will be sanctioned. Considerable damage has been 

caused to College property in previous years by cycles being brought into buildings. 

Students are advised to ensure that appropriate insurance is taken out against loss or theft of cycles. 

CATERING 

College provides three meals a day, seven days per week during periods of Undergraduate Term.  All die-

tary requirements can be catered for, please indicate these in our College Registration Form. If your dietary 

requirements are complex and you need to discuss them further, please contact Food and Beverage Man-

ager, Nicola Gittins, after arrival.  

ENIVRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY 

As a member of Grey College and Durham University you are part of a community which is proud to be 

committed to environmental sustainability. Greenspace is the name for Durham University's environment 

team. The team coordinates environmental initiatives across the University focusing on: energy, including 

the carbon management plan; waste; water; travel; and biodiversity

INSURANCE COVER FOR STUDENTS 

Basic contents insurance cover for items in your room is included as standard for student residents in all 

University accommodation by partnering with Endsleigh, the No.1 student insurance provider. Further in-

formation will be circulated in September ahead of arrival telling you how to register with My Endsleigh.  

It’s easy to underestimate the value of your possessions, and we're not just talking about your laptop and 

phone. Items such as your clothes, hairdryers and other smaller gadgets, like Fitbits and watches can all add 

up. There is a short video explaining  student insurance here. 

LAUNDRY  

Our washing and drying facilities are all card operated. The majority of our washing machines come pre-

loaded with detergent and conditioner, but there are a few machines that will let you use your own deter-

gent. 

A wash costs £5.00; tumble driers are free of charge. You must not dry laundry in your bedroom as this 

will cause mould. All laundry rooms have clotheshorses to dry items that cannot be tumble dried—as such, 

please do not bring your own clotheshorse to College. 

To use the washing machines in College you will need to download the Circuit Plus App and set-up an ac-

count. More details on this will be in your arrival pack.

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LINEN 

All mainland UK-based students must bring their own bed linen (sheets, duvet, duvet cover, pillow, and 

pillow case).

Overseas students (including students from Ireland/Channel Islands) can order and pay for a linen pack if 

desired as described earlier. Linen Packs which have been purchased will be ready in student bedrooms 

upon arrival and include: 1 Duvet, 1 Duvet Cover, 1 Pillow, 1 Pillowcase and 1 Sheet.   

TV LICENSE 

There’s nothing like that last minute goal, the nail-biting season finale or your favourite Friday night sit-

com to bring students together, laughing, crying and cheering over a laptop in College. 

If you plan on watching live TV, watching or streaming programmes live on an online TV service, or down-

loading, using BBC iPlayer, you will need a TV Licence. The College's license won’t cover you and you may 

not be covered by your parents’ license. You can check your eligibility and purchase a licence if needed 

online. 

PORTABLE ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT 

The University has a legal duty to ensure that all electrical equipment used on its premises are safe. You 

will be sent a list of prohibited items later in the summer—please do not bring any of these items to Col-

lege with you. For certain other items, Portable Appliance Testing (PAT)  will be available in the College 

during Welcome Week. Some items are only allowed in the kitchenettes in each block. 

There are some simple precautions you can take to prevent danger from portable electrical equipment in 

low-risk environments, such as University residential accommodation. 

Extension leads and Bar Adaptors 

• To avoid overloading sockets and risk of fire, please check the current rating of the extension lead 

before plugging appliances into it. Most are rated at 13 A, but some are rated at only 10 A or less - 

the rating should be clearly marked on the back or underside of the extension lead. If not, refer to 

the manufacturer’s instructions. Never overload an extension lead by plugging in appliances that 

together will exceed the maximum current rating stated for the extension lead. This could cause the 

plug in the wall socket to overheat and possibly cause a fire. 

• Only use one socket extension lead per socket and never plug an extension lead into another exten-

sion lead. 

• Use a multi-way bar extension lead rather than a block adaptor as this will put less strain on the wall 

socket. Some block adaptors do not have a fuse, which increases the risk of overloading and fire. 

The use of block adaptors which do not incorporate a fuse is not permitted in University premises. 

Using electrical products from other Countries 

Using international appliances in UK sockets is dangerous if their plugs have not been converted for UK 

use, and it could result in a fire or electric shock. Travel adaptors are not appropriate long-term solutions 

as they are not a suitable nor safe alternative for continuous use.

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Do not put yourself or others at risk by using international plugs in UK sockets!! 

You can use a conversion plug to improve the safety of your international  appliances. Please note that 

travel adaptors are not the same as conversion plugs. Conversion plugs have several benefits: 

• They can be fitted easily, quickly and safely; 

• They will make the electrical appliance safe for UK sockets; 

• They will reduce the risk of fire; 

• They will reduce the risk of electric shock. 

We recommend you replace the appliance with a UK standard electrical product if the plug is not suitable 

for conversion. 

TRANSPORT AND MOTOR VEHICLES 

Durham University is doing all it can to reduce the need to use private cars, making the best use of ex-

isting facilities, managing travel demands and promoting the use of more sustainable modes of transport. 

So, unless you meet the needs-based parking criteria or you are a blue badge holder, it’s best to leave 

your car at home. There are loads of great alternatives like buses, bikes and taxis for getting around. Stu-

dents can travel on Arriva bus services at discounted rates. Check out the Greenspace webpages for de-

tails.
